The bad part is we just
added about 300 pounds to the weight of the trailer.

We also replaced the tires. | put primer on the top and
bottom and also put a non-skid on the top. We also
have a front tire support on it. Anyone using the trailer
needs to make sure the stands on the bikes are up
while transporting. If they are down, they will make
divots in the steel and it is not good on the frame of
the bike.

It is not just for
emergencies, it can also be used on vacations, as long
as it is in your custody.
